Membership dues for 2009 are now due. 
Membership dues are for the fiscal year which 
starts March 1st and ends the last day of February. 
Dues are $40/year for members that joined prior to 
1999 and $50/year for members that joined after 
1999.  The $25 building improvement assessment is 
only paid the first year of membership. Married 
couples may be family members with dues that are 
150% of an individual membership’s dues, or $60 
and $75 respectively. The building improvement 
assessment goes into the building improvement 
fund which is used only for capital improvements to 
the club’s facilities. The building improvement fund 
represents approximately $3,812 of the checking 
account balance. Membership dues are due at the 
beginning of the fiscal year and are payable at any 
time after January 1st but prior to the end of the 
March meeting. After the March meeting there will 
be a $10 late fee. If a pre-1999 member lets his 
membership expire, their membership dues will 

become $50/year upon reinstatement. One last note, 
any member 65 years or older does not have to 
pay dues. If you look at the mailing label of this 
newsletter, above your name, it will tell you how 
much your dues are for 2009. It will either say $40, 
$50, $60, $75 or waived for those over 65. You can 
pay your dues at the meeting or mail them to:

LAST MINUTE NOTES 
 
If you haven’t paid your dues this will be the last 
newsletter you’ll receive. 
 
 
There will be guest speakers at the May meeting to 
discuss wake zone issues associated with Camp 
Holly  and the north Sweetwater canal. 
 
 
In addition to our FWC rule change proposal there 
has been one proposed by people from outside our 
area to “Establish quota hunt for ten tracked 
vehicles on the Upper St Johns Marsh WMA to 
expand hunting opportunities on portions of the 
125,000 acre WMA that have limited 
accessibility. The expanded hunting opportunity 
could be established as a pilot program and the 
area monitored by the WMD for 5 to 10 years to 
see if tracked vehicles were causing 
environmental impacts. If environmental 
degradation occurred, the tracked vehicle quota 
hunts could be reduced or 
eliminated. Amend the WMA prohibition on 
tracked vehicles and issue 10 quota hunt permits 
to allow permit holders to use tracked vehicles 
for hunting and scouting on the area west of the 
C-40 and C-2 canals, north of the L-74 West 
levee and south of Highway 192. Limit use of 
tracked vehicles from 2 weeks prior to the 
General Gun season until 8 pm the day following 
the close of the season.” Representatives of 
SJRWMD has asked for input from the Brevard 
County Airboat Association regarding this rule 
change proposal. 
This very important issue will be discussed and a 
response from the club will be determined. Be sure 
to attend to express your views.
