AIRBOATER’S CODE OF ETHICS 
 

Respect the right of everyone to enjoy Florida’s 
waterways.  
Learn and observe all State of Florida boating 
regulations, navigation rules and vessel safety 
equipment requirements. 
Recognize that the noise generated from an airboat 
propeller and engine exhaust system may annoy 
others. 
Equip the airboat with an automotive-style muffler 
and operate it in a manner that will reduce engine 
exhaust sound levels. 
Operate at a slow speed on or near boat ramps and 
move away an adeequate distance before powering 
up, and where possible no power loading. 
Use slow speed to reduce noise near residential and 
public use areas. 
Be extra cautious to reduce sound levels during 
nighttime hours. 
Understand that the public will judge by one 
individual’s action all airboaters. 
Protect natural resources and do not needlessly 
disturb widlife. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
 
Membership dues for 2009 are now due. 
Membership dues are for the fiscal year which 
starts March 1st and ends the last day of February. 
Dues are $40/year for members that joined prior to 
1999 and $50/year for members that joined after 
1999.  The $25 building improvement assessment is 
only paid the first year of membership. Married 
couples may be family members with dues that are 
150% of an individual membership’s dues, or $60 
and $75 respectively. The building improvement 
assessment goes into the building improvement 
fund which is used only for capital improvements to 
the club’s facilities. The building improvement fund 
represents approximately $3,637 of the checking 
account balance. Membership dues are due at the 
beginning of the fiscal year and are payable at any 
time after January 1st but prior to the end of the 
March meeting. After the March meeting there will 
be a $10 late fee. If a pre-1999 member lets his 
membership expire, their membership dues will 
become $50/year upon reinstatement. One last note, 
any member 65 years or older does not have to 
pay dues. If you look at the mailing label of this 
newsletter, above your name, it will tell you how 
much your dues are for 2009. It will either say $40, 
$50, $60, $75 or waived for those over 65. You can 
pay your dues at the meeting or mail them to:
